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Displacement trends, July 2025

• There was a 151.7% increase in the number of displaced households in July 2025 compared to the
previous month, according to alerts reported during the period. In total, 174,186 households were
displaced across the four eastern provinces of the DRC. North Kivu recorded 105,453 displaced
households, followed by South Kivu with 44,276, Ituri with 20,871, and Tanganyika with 3,586.

• A slight decrease in return movements was observed, with 12.7% of displaced households (22,083)
returning to their areas of origin in July, mainly in Djugu, Mambasa, Walikale, Rutshuru, and Masisi.

• Instability persists in areas under M23 control, with armed clashes continuing in western Rutshuru territory
and in South Kivu, leading to new population movements.

• North Kivu was the province most affected by displacements, linked to the ongoing ADF and M23 crisis.
This reflects persistent instability both in areas under M23 control and in those where joint FARDC–UPDF
operations are underway against the ADF. Returns nevertheless continue, particularly in the health zones
of Pangi, Bambo, Binza, and Masisi.

• In South Kivu, only new displacements were recorded, with no returns, underscoring a situation of
heightened instability. These displacements were driven by clashes between the VDP and M23 following
an M23 advance, as well as by fighting between Gumino–Twirwaneho, allied with Red Tabara, and the
Wazalendo.

• In Ituri, the current situation is characterized both by new displacements linked to attacks and clashes—
mainly between the CPR (Popular Convention for the Revolution) armed group of Thomas Lubanga, allied
with the Zaïre group, and the FARDC—and by returns prompted by a relative lull in the territories of Djugu
and Mambasa. However, despite these returns, the situation remains worrying given the high risk of
renewed and escalating intercommunal violence. Moreover, the involvement of CODECO in the conflict
opposing the FARDC to the CPR–Zaïre coalition has encouraged the formation of alliances with other
armed groups, notably FPIC and FRPI, further heightening tensions and the complexity of intercommunal
clashes in Ituri.

• In Tanganyika, displacements were mainly caused by abuses committed by the VDP against civilians in
the Nyemba health zone, as well as economically motivated predatory attacks by the Mai-Mai against
civilians in the Manono and Kiyambi health zones.
